Figure S1. ASEM video observation of copper sulfate crystallization. The video (corresponding to Figure 2(a), 1–3) is presented at 4× the recording speed. A bright area, interpreted to be crystallized copper sulfate pentahydrate, gradually grows in a saturated copper sulfate solution, due to evaporation and temperature decrease. Selective anisotropic growth is visible in the bottom part of the bright area. Although the crystal growth is slow, the growth is clear when the images with a time-interval are subtracted (Figure 2).
Figure S2. ASEM video observation of copper sulfate crystallization. This video begins at 210 seconds after the beginning of supplementary Figure 1; 4× recording speed. The upper left and lower left sides (indicated by arrows in Figure 2(b), 3 in the paper) grew rapidly, demonstrating variation in crystal growth speed.
