On the other hand, this also makes
it more challenging to handle different types of biases in
ambiguity resolution. This Special Issue aims to discuss
advances in using Multi-GNSS, multi-frequency, and multi-
signal in PPP/PPP-AR/PPP-RTK, as well as in the
computation of atmospheric parameters. New updates
and assessments of HAS, PPP-B2b, or other services in
smartphone, ground station, and low-earth orbit (LEO)
satellite positioning are welcome, too.
