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Stakeholders were asked to indicate their level of agreement or disagreement with eight statements relating to the roll-out of interventions in communities. 

Responses were graded from 1–5, with 1 and 2 indicating strong disagreement and disagreement respectively (Figure S1, orange bars), and 4 and 5 indicating 

agreement and strong agreement respectively (Figure S1, green bars); 3 indicated a neutral response to the statement (Figure S1, grey bars).
