Informative about the application of the Sterile Insect Technique (SIT) to the Asian tiger mosquito

We inform you that in the Benakio Phytopathological Institute, in collaboration with the Hellenic Atomic Energy Commission and the University of Thessaly (Laboratory of Entomology and Applied Zoology), a project is being carried out, that relates to the application of the Sterile Insect Technique (SIT) against the Asian tiger mosquito (Aedes albopictus).

In the context of the above project and because the Aedes albopictus mosquito species is already established in many regions of Greece, preliminary steps have been taken, to apply - for the first time in our country -  the technique of releasing sterile insects Sterile Insect Technique (SIT) against this mosquito species. The evaluation of the "SIT" method through a pilot project in our country, is the primary objective of the project to help in order of a future Aedes albopictus population repression in Greece. In addition, the aim of this pilot application is to combine the SIT strategy with other mosquito management methods.

It is noted, that the sterile mosquitoes to be unleashed are males only (which do not sting human) and have been sterilized by methods based on the use of radioactivity, mainly X-rays generated by machines similar to those in hospitals and medical centers and not with genetic methods.

The area that has been chosen for the first time pilot assessment of this new method in Greece, is Vravrona (Municipality of Markopoulo) and the implementation period is during September - October 2018.
