	Striated type
	Symptoms occur mainly around secondary veins and chlorotic tissues with milky white. 

	Plaque-like type
	Plaques with irregular shape and varisized dimensions are presented on the foliage.

	Annular type
	Atypical annulus or curves are manifested on leaves.   

	Secund type
	Speckles mainly emerge on one side of the leaves.

	Painted type
	Serried oily yellow speckles aggregate on the surface of the leaves.

	Limbic type
	Speckles distribute chiefly on the edge of the leaves, forming intermittently yellow borders.

	Leopard-print type
	Dense speckles on the leaves are represented like leopard-print.

	Mottled type
	The leaves are mixed with patches or speckles of faint yellow, forming irregular patterns.
