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Abstract: The information thoughts does not originate from modern science and technology.
The simple information thoughts germinated in the splendid human ancient philosophies,
including ancient Greek philosophies, ancient Indian philosophies and ancient Chinese
philosophies. The pre-Qin thoughts and philosophies is the origin of Chinese culture and also is a
very important part of ancient world culture.
