
 
Supplementary Figure S2. CART fragments have no effect on tail-flick latency. The tail-flick latency was 
measured once before, and 5, 15 and 30 minutes after intrathecal (i.t.) drug application. CART(55-76) and CART(62-76) 
were tested on 5 and 7 rats, respectively, and 6 animals were used as controls. Neither the CART(55-76), nor the 
CART(62-76) applied in 10 nmol/rat concentrations altered the acute nociceptive thresholds significantly. (Two-
way repeated measures ANOVA with Bonferroni post hoc test, p > 0.05). Data are given as mean ± SD.
