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Space tethers are an evolving, important, and enabling
space technology with multiple applications in near
Earth orbit, in interplanetary space, and around other
planets. Space tether systems have long ceased to be
just theory. The first experiments with using them were
conducted in the mid 1960s, and currently more than ten
programs have been realised.
