Selection Criteria:
– Quality of resume and publications;
– Relevance of the candidate and research description;
– Novelty of the candidate’s PhD thesis;
– Strength of the recommendation letter;
– Anticipated academic potential;
– Originality and impact of the research.

Prizes:
– A monetary prize (CHF 800);
– A certificate.

The application deadline is 15 December 2022. The winner will be 
announced on the Cells website on 10 April 2023. 
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
