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establish the facts “physically about computation”. The
physical realization of the quantum-computing system is in
progress, and many research groups have successfully
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quantum circuit. Moreover, there is a close relation
between quantum and reversible computing. Additionally,
with the increasing importance of the use of reversible and
quantum circuits, testing of these circuits is necessary to
ensure their performance reliability. The main objective of
this Special Issue on “Quantum Computing” is to focus on
all the relevant topics, such as quantum algorithms and
their applications, quantum simulation, quantum-
computing systems, etc.
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
