Selection Criteria:

Quality of resume and publications;

Relevance of the candidate and research description;
Novelty of the candidate’s PhD thesis;

Strength of the recommendation letter;

Anticipated academic potential;

Originality and impact of the research.

- An electronic certificate;

- Offer to publish one paper free of charge in Molecules after peer review
before the end of 2024.

The award application deadline is 15 September 2023. The winners will be
announced on the Molecules website in December 2023.
